Issues:
- Rails are recessed in all rooms, including hardlid ceiling 
& negative pressure.  Rails will be exposed 1 1/2" in tiled 
rooms, or 1 7/8" in the hardlid rooms.
Drywallers will need to determine seal around rail, 
allowing for rail flex under load.

Bracket locations are showed at max overhang; 
field coordination may move them toward the rail end.

Stabilizing Bracket (Kicker) will attach to 
main support 1" above rail, angle 45 to 60 
degrees to structure, and either be
parallel or perpendicular to the rail.

Fixed rails aligned to ceiling grid, or 
in hardlid rooms, to lights and vents.

Power outlet to be installed above 
ceiling within 1' of headwall cabinet.
Access panels required in hardlid 
ceilings.

Dashed green line outlines
coverage area and range of 
traverse rail.  Traverse rail has 
1 1/2" of clearance for sprinklers.

Endstop prevents the trolley or 
hoist from coming out of the rail.  
Liner extends 1" beyond 
endstop, or to end of rail.
